2010  Season. Here are a few reminders of  
important range rules and practices. 
 
Ear & Eye Protection will be worn at all times  
when shooting or beyond the shooting line. 
One Shell Only even when shooting alone. 
Shotguns Only w/ #8 or 7.5 shot, field load. 
No Rifles or Pistols No hard ammo is allowed on  
the range, this includes Pellet & BB Guns. 
Personal Trap Machines Position trap machine 
or hand thrower to the right of the main trap 
house. Keep clays down range and clean up clays 
from shooting area when done. 
Gate Policy Anytime a member enters the club 
grounds they are responsible for securing the 
gate. When you leave the gate open you are 
responsible to insure that anyone that enters is a 
member. Anyone that enters the locked gate is 
more than likely a member.
